Call to Order/Roll Call ~~ Supervisor Bill Robertson called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. Discussion and Potential Action on Transfers ~~ there are no transfers.

Supervisors Report ~~ We are getting two new servers from Rockford IT to alleviate the whole building going down at once.  The old one is at least ten years old and outdated.  
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ The bid opening for the old truck was today and we had only one bidder.  A minimum bid was set at $95,000 and Bonus Township bought it with a bid of $96,500.  This included the truck, plow frame, wing, spreader, and an extra set of tires that fit only that truck.  This morning’s ice storm hit at the worst possible time.  Our trucks had to drive in reverse a lot of the time to spread salt due to the terrible conditions that came on quickly.   
Assessor’s Report ~~ Finishing up residential land re-valuations which is a major project.  Trying to get the land values closer to what the sales are showing, especially in the subdivisions.  Assessor St. Angel is helping also on the commercial side.  The new server will be here soon and a new firewall.  
Clerk’s Report ~~ Reminder that the next Decennial meeting will be on February 13, 2024 at 4:30pm  
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee O’Malley, (Growth Dimensions &Twp/County Liaison) Nothing new to report. Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging & Twp/City Counsel Liaison) AARP Foundation tax aid is still going on thru April 9th.  The recipe exchange is January 24th and again February 26th at 12:30pm.  February 1st is a meeting of the Friends of the Keen Age Center and their potluck is February 16th. Buildings & Grounds meeting is Friday, January 26, 2024. Trustee Culvey, (Building Maintenance & Twp. Public Safety Coordinator) Talked to the architect but still no plans yet for the roof.
