Call to Order/Roll Call ~~ Trustee Jim Culvey called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. We have a quorum to do business. 
Public Input ~~ Rodney Riley and Dan Snow were present.  No public comment requests submitted by the public.

Discussion and Potential Action on Approval of Prior Meeting’s Minutes ~~A motion was made by Trustee Turner to approve the minutes from the last regular township board meeting on November 5, 2024. The motion was 2nd by Trustee O’Malley and passed with Trustees Grover, O’Malley, Turner and Culvey indicating aye on a voice vote.        
Discussion and Potential Action on Transfers ~~ there are no transfers.
Reports

Supervisors Report ~~ Absent due to flu.  
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ Busy grinding trees and brush.  The salt spreaders are all on and we needed them last week.  Met with Brent Anderson at the City of Belvidere regarding a $4 million, 3 year project at Irene and Newburg.  The City has all but approx. $500,000 for this project between grant money and federal money.  Because Irene Road belongs to the Township, we will have to contribute to the uncovered cost.  Trustee O’Malley asked about the Townhall Road extension.  As of now, our part of Townhall Road will have to be moved to the west.  Trustee Grover asked about the status of the intergovernmental agreement and was told it was still on the desk of the State’s Attorney but near completion.  
Assessor’s Report ~~ No report.  
Clerk’s Report ~~ I received no election paperwork for any Democrats nor Independents and the deadlines for submissions & objections has passed.  
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee O’Malley, (Growth Dimensions & Twp/County Liaison) Growth Dimensions had a Zoom meeting.  They are involved with a lot of activity and growth out by the new Walmart plant.  A lot of new opportunities have come from that area.  Due to all the growth and interest to this area, Growth Dimensions will not have enough funds to cover their budget this year.  Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging & Twp/City Counsel Liaison) There was a meeting on November 25th.  We really need to talk about cyber security here at the Township. We need to be explore that with Rockford IT.  Trustee Turner, (Community Building Complex & Senior Trustee Duties) Nothing to report at this time.  Trustee Culvey, (Building Maintenance & Twp. Public Safety Coordinator) The furnace was fixed for the basement.  There was a leaking window in the assessor’s office and the seal has been replaced.   
Unfinished Business ~~ Discussion and Potential Action May Occur on the Following Items. There is no unfinished business to discuss at tonight’s meeting.
Legal ~~ there is no legal business to discuss at tonight’s meeting.
New Business ~~ Discussion and Adoption of Town Funds Tax Levy ~ Trustee O’Malley made a motion to approve/adopt the proposed Town Funds Tax Levy.  This proposal will lower the levy by 3%.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed with Trustees Culvey, Grover, O’Malley and Turner indicating aye on a roll call vote.
Discussion and Adoption of Road & Bridge Funds Tax Levy ~ Trustee O’Malley made a motion to approve/adopt the proposed Road & Bridge Funds Tax Levy.  This proposal will lower the levy by 7%.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed with Trustees Turner, Culvey, O’Malley and Grover indicating aye on a roll call vote.
Discussion and Potential Action on Approval of 2025 Board Meeting Dates ~ After discussion, the dates for the 2025 board meetings were set for the 2nd & 4th Tuesday.  The only exception was for the first meeting in November due to the TOI Conference.  Trustee Turner made a motion to approve the 2025 meeting schedule.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Grover and passed with Trustees Turner, Culvey, O’Malley and Grover indicating aye on a voice vote.
Discussion and Potential Action on Treasurer’s Report and Approval of Bills ~~ Trustee Turner made a motion to pay the town bills the motion was 2nd by Trustee O’Malley and passed with Trustees Turner, Culvey, O’Malley and Grover indicating aye on a roll call vote.  Trustee Grover stated, for the record, that she feels the attorney bill should be questioned due to them providing us with incorrect information and their lack of follow-up to questions 
Adjournment ~~ a motion was made by Trustee Turner to adjourn the meeting at 5:20pm, 2nd by Trustee O’Malley. The motion passed with Trustees Grover, O’Malley, Turner and Culvey indicating aye on a voice vote.
