Call to Order/Roll Call ~~ Supervisor Bernard O’Malley called the meeting to order at 5:10pm. The pledges to the Flag were said and roll call taken with the following Board Members present Trustees Turner, Snow, Nelson, Grover and Supervisor O’Malley, also present Clerk Dixon, Assessor Mike St. Angel and Hwy Commissioner Dixon. We have a quorum to do business. 
Public Input ~~ Linda Treu was present.  No public comment requests submitted by the public.

Discussion and Potential Action on Approval of Prior Meeting’s Minutes ~~A motion was made by Trustee Snow to approve the minutes from the last regular township board meeting on May 13, 2025. The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed with Trustees Grover, O’Malley, Turner, Culvey and Supervisor Robertson indicating aye on a voice vote.        
Discussion and Potential Action on Transfers ~~ there are no transfers.
Reports

Supervisors Report ~~ The elevator is being re-bid due to the tariff issues so it is on hold for now.  Would like to create a committee with Trustees Nelson and Turner for the problems with the HVAC system.  It is a very complex system and some changes may be necessary.  A call will be made to the Township Attorney to clarify rules on committees and making sure we are not breaking any rules by meeting.  There is an educational event on June 27th at the Radisson in Rockford.  We have had one general assistance case qualify this fiscal year.  We will be renewing two CD’s tomorrow for 4.15% for the Road &
 Bridge fund.  Toured the Rockford airport with Growth Dimensions recently and it was very interesting and impressive.  Growth Dimensions has 81 new businesses developing in the County with a lot of them due to the Stellantis Plant.  They are still online for the new Microsoft power center in Cherry Valley.         
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ The Board should have gotten a copy (finally) of the intergovernmental agreement.  This agreement covers all of Boone County.  We’ve been busy mowing ditches.  Our salt order has been slowly coming in.  Apparently there is a shortage and it is coming from the south side of Chicago instead of Milwaukee like in the past.  
Assessor’s Report ~~ Working on 2025 re-valuations.  Personally have been working on the new Walmart facility.  
Clerk’s Report ~~ Please watch your emails for an audit questionnaire from Sikich.   
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging & Twp/City Counsel Liaison) The upcoming monthly caregiver’s series topic on June 17th is CPAP training, July 15th is independent living, and August 18th will be about power of attorney.  This is a new program they are implementing and will involve specialists on the topic.  2025 Senior Farmer’s Market nutrition program lottery is also happening.  It is for 60 and older and involves coupon booklets.  Call the center to sign up for the lottery.  The next senior food distribution will be June 13th from 1-3pm for ages 55+.  Trustee Turner, (Community Building Complex & Senior Trustee Duties) Still working on the five year plan.  Will be looking into updating some cameras and getting more prices for signs in the parking lot.

New Business ~~ Discussion and Potential Action on Resolution #05-25 Credit Card Policy ~~

The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed with Trustees Nelson, Grover, Turner, Snow and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.            
Discussion and Potential Action on Treasurer’s Report and Approval of Bills ~~ Trustee Nelson made a motion to pay the town bills the motion was 2nd by Trustee Snow and passed with Trustees Grover, Turner, Snow, Nelson and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.

Adjournment ~~ Trustee Nelson questioned having Closed Session on the agenda at every meeting when there is no need for a Closed Session.  It was explained it is a “place holder” on the agenda.  Trustee Grover asked for a personal copy of Roberts Rules of Order.  A motion was made by Trustee Turner to adjourn the meeting at 5:35pm, 2nd by Trustee Snow.
