Call to Order/Roll Call ~~ Supervisor Bill Robertson called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. The pledges to the Flag were said and roll call taken with the following Board Members present Trustees Turner, Grover, O’Malley, Culvey and Supervisor Robertson, also present Clerk Dixon, Assessor Mike St. Angel and Hwy Commissioner Dixon. We have a quorum to do business. 
Public Input ~~ Richard Nelson, Kris Hall, Linda Treu and Dan Snow were present.  No public comment requests submitted by the public.

Discussion and Potential Action on Approval of Prior Meeting’s Minutes ~~A motion was made by Trustee O’Malley to approve the minutes from the last regular township board meeting on April 8, 2025. The motion was 2nd by Trustee Culvey and passed with Trustees Grover, O’Malley, Turner, Culvey and Supervisor Robertson indicating aye on a voice vote.        
Discussion and Potential Action on Transfers ~~ there are no transfers.
Reports

Supervisors Report ~~ The Board has a new schedule of meetings for the budget hearing and adoption.  The hearing and adoption will now be held on May 27, 2025.  The auditors will be here the week of May 19th (Monday – Thursday) and will put together an initial draft by June 20th.  Final report will be given in July.  
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ All the snow equipment has been removed.  We have two trucks with recalls and two trucks with check engine lights to be addressed.  We have a lot of dirt work, ditch work and culverts to do.
Assessor’s Report ~~ Working on valuations.  The Treasurer has the new tax rates out.  Bills will be going out soon.  
Clerk’s Report ~~ One more reminder that Economic Interest Statements are due to the County Clerk by May 1, 2025  
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee Culvey, (Building Maintenance & Twp. Public Safety Coordinator) Nothing to report at this time.  Trustee Turner, (Community Building Complex & Senior Trustee Duties) Nothing to report at this time.  Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging & Twp/City Counsel Liaison) Next Boone County Council on Aging finance meeting is April 28 at 2:30pm followed by the full board meeting.  Trustee O’Malley, (Growth Dimensions &Twp/County Liaison) The County Board is upset with the high cost of the building permits for their construction projects.  
After the Trustee reports were given, Trustee Grover asked the Hwy Commissioner the status of the Intergovernmental Agreement.  It is still being worked on.  Also asked if the highway department seeds the area when culvert work is done and if a homeowner is not satisfied with the re-seeding, and hires a landscaper, do we accept the bill.  Answer is no, because culvert work is done in the right of way.  He stated they do try to make it look nice after the work is done.   
Unfinished Business ~~ Discussion and Potential Action May Occur on the Following Items. There is no unfinished business to discuss at tonight’s meeting.
Legal ~~ there is no legal business to discuss at tonight’s meeting.
New Business ~~ Discussion and Potential Action on Township Credit Card Policy ~~ A sample resolution was given to the Board to look at establishing a new credit card policy.  Supervisor Robertson is the only credit card holder right now and it a good time to update the policy as a new board starts in May.  It was noted that the Hwy Commissioner declined a card because they have accounts set up with many companies.  The Assessor, office manager and supervisor would all have a card.  Receipts will be monitored and any misuse will result in forfeiture of the card.  Some of the wording on the sample resolution will need to be changed.  We will discuss this again at the next meeting and possibly vote on the new policy.   
Discussion and Potential Action on Treasurer’s Report and Approval of Bills ~~ Trustee Culvey made a motion to pay the town bills the motion was 2nd by Trustee O’Malley and passed with Trustees Grover, O’Malley, Turner, Culvey and Supervisor Robertson indicating aye on a roll call vote.

Adjournment ~~ a motion was made by Trustee Turner to adjourn the meeting at 5:14pm, 2nd by Trustee Culvey. The motion passed with Trustees Grover, O’Malley, Turner, Culvey and Supervisor Robertson indicating aye on a voice vote.
