Supervisors Report ~~ There was a Cemetery Board this morning.  They are working on possibly building a new office building for Belvidere Cemetery.  TOI wants us to consider a resolution for the 250th Anniversary of the United States of America.  Trustee Snow suggested a possible donation to the Heritage Days firework show.  This will be discussed at a future meeting.  Reminder of the October 8th Chamber of Commerce Dinner.  
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ We have been blacktopping radius’ and have trimmed around a lot of signs.  
Assessor’s Report ~~ We have been making last minute changes to parcels that were re-valued.  We are preparing for the Board of Review.  September 22nd is the tentative date for assessment change notices to be mailed.  Township assessments increased approx. 11%. 
Clerk’s Report ~~ There is an educational event with TOI at the Tebala Center in Rockford on September 19, 2025.  
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee Nelson, (Community Building Complex) The next meeting is on September 18th.  Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging) The first Strategic Planning Class for board members is on September 27th and hosted at NIU.  “Under the Harvest Moon” fund raiser is on October 11th from 4-8pm at the Moose.  Tickets are $45 and includes food, fun, and live music.  There is a limited quantity of $10 tickets for Senior Connections participants.  Senior Food Distributions will be on September 12th, October 10th and November 14th  from 1-3pm.  Medicare Open Enrollment is open October 15 – December 7.  Appointments are necessary.  A wish list is published in the newsletter.  Needs are packaged cookies, decaf coffee, packaged candy, paper towels, etc.  Trustee Turner, (Building Maintenance & Senior Trustee Duties) No report.  Trustee Snow, (Growth Dimensions & City Council/County Board Liaison) Nothing to report at this time.  Asked a question about adding sidewalk on Newburg by Cline’s Ford Subdivision and a question on who maintains the sidewalk by Casey’s as the grass is growing through the cracks.  These are issues for the City of Belvidere.
