MINUTES

Call to Order/Roll Call ~~ Supervisor Bernard O’Malley called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. The pledges to the Flag were said and roll call taken with the following Board Members present Trustees Snow, Turner, Grover, Nelson and Supervisor O’Malley, also present Assessor St. Angel, Hwy Commissioner Dixon and Clerk Dixon. We have a quorum to do business. 
Public Input ~~ Linda Treu was present.  No public comment requests submitted by the public.

Discussion and Potential Action on Approval of Prior Meeting’s Minutes ~~A motion was made by Trustee Snow to approve the minutes from the last regular township board meeting on November 4, 2025. The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed with Trustees Grover, Nelson, Turner, Snow and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a voice vote.        
Discussion and Potential Action on Transfers ~~ Line Item Fund Transfer in Assessor / Town Request ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to transfer $6,000 from the office equipment line item to the fiber optics/technology line item for the Assessor budget due to a shortfall.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Nelson and passed with Trustees Nelson, Grover, Turner, Snow and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.

Reports

Supervisors Report ~~ Trustee Snow and Supervisor O’Malley attended the TOI Conference in Springfield. Work on the furnace system is ongoing on the “town” side of the building.  An extra layer of concrete was found under the carpet and caused a bit of a delay.  We are still waiting on the elevator company.  A copy of Boone County tax changes was shared with the Trustees.  Would like to have a holiday party at our December 23rd meeting.  
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ The County got a grant and it was used for some radar speed limit signs.  They are solar powered and have WIFI and memory.  The grant allowed our County Engineer to purchase 16 signs.  We will get five of these signs and they are $3,500 each.  This will help increase patrols in problem areas.  Purchased a new chipper which will replace our 23 year old one and has more safety features.  The trucks are ready for snow.  
Assessor’s Report ~~ Finished the first part of the Board of Review, responded to appeals and have some hearings scheduled for next week.  Also, started transferring data to the new software and it is going well.

Clerk’s Report ~~ Nothing to report at this time  
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee Nelson, (Community Building Complex) A new door has been installed on the East side of the lobby at the Community Building.  Working on a maintenance schedule and have hired a new cleaning service.  A squirrel chewed wires and did damage to the elevator.  Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging) There was a finance meeting on November 24th.  They will be closed 11/27-11/28 for Thanksgiving.  The Director has been invited to one of our meetings and she will be bringing someone from the County as well.  Trustee Snow, (Growth Dimensions & City Council/County Board Liaison) Growth Dimensions is trying to get donations to offset their $100,000 deficit.  Trustee Turner, (Building Maintenance & Senior Trustee Duties) Nothing to report at this time.

Discussion and Potential Action on Adoption of the Truth in Taxation Certificate of Compliance for the Town Funds ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to adopt the Truth in Taxation Certificate of Compliance for the Town Funds.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed 4-1 with Trustees Nelson, Snow, Turner and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye and Trustee Grover indicating nay on a roll call vote. 
Discussion and Potential Action on Adoption of the Truth in Taxation Certificate of Compliance for the Road & Bridge Funds ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to adopt the Truth in Taxation Certificate of Compliance for the Road & Bridge Funds.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed 5-0 with Trustees Turner, Snow, Grover, Nelson and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.
Discussion and Adoption of Town Funds Tax Levy ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to adopt the Town Funds Tax Levy.  It is proposed to increase approximately $31,000 to $906,000.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed 4-1 with Trustees Snow, Turner, Nelson and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye and Trustee Grover indicating nay on a roll call vote.  
Discussion and Adoption of Road & Bridge Funds Tax Levy ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to adopt the Road & Bridge Funds Tax Levy.  It is proposed to increase $40,000 for a total of $1,551,050.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed 5-0 with Trustees Snow, Turner, Grover, Nelson and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote. 
Discussion and Potential Action on YMCA Funding Request Form ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to approve the fund request of $5,000 which includes the Patrick Murphy Scholarship.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Nelson and passed 5-0 with Trustees Turner, Snow, Nelson, Grover and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.
Discussion and Potential Action on Senior Connections Funding Request Form ~~ Trustee Turner made a motion to approve the fund request of $28,000 for general operation and $2,000 for emergency assistance.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Snow and passed 4-1 with Trustees Nelson, Snow, Turner and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye and Trustee Grover indicating nay on a roll call vote.
Discussion and Potential Action on Treasurer’s Report and Approval of Bills ~~ Trustee Nelson made a motion to pay the town bills the motion was 2nd by Trustee Turner and passed with Trustees Snow, Nelson, Turner, Grover and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.

Adjournment ~~ a motion was made by Trustee Nelson to adjourn the meeting at 6:05pm, 2nd by Trustee Turner. The motion passed with Trustees Grover, Turner, Nelson, Snow and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a voice vote.
