MINUTES

Call to Order/Roll Call ~~ Supervisor Bernard O’Malley called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. The pledges to the Flag were said and roll call taken with the following Board Members present Trustees Grover, Nelson, Snow and Supervisor O’Malley, also present Assessor St. Angel, Clerk Dixon and Hwy Commissioner Dixon. We have a quorum to do business. 
Public Input ~~ Linda Treu, Kris Hall and Brant Hulsebus were present.  No public comment requests submitted by the public.

Discussion and Potential Action on Approval of Prior Meeting’s Minutes ~~A motion was made by Trustee Snow to approve the minutes from the last regular township board meeting on November 25, 2025. The motion was 2nd by Trustee Nelson and passed with Trustees Grover, Nelson,  Snow and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a voice vote.        
Discussion and Potential Action on Transfers ~~ there are no transfers.
Reports

Supervisors Report ~~ The fire alarm has one last thing to be installed this week.  Elevator company still has not done the work on the elevator and is getting difficult to work with.  Thank You’s were received from both the Salvation Army and Senior Connections.  The other furnace is not working properly and causing some damage; vibration issues and has caused leaks.  It will need to be replaced soon.  Trustee Nelson made a motion to replace the other furnace as soon as possible; the motion was 2nd by Trustee Snow and passed with Trustees Snow, Grover, Nelson and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.  The final tax receipt from the County was shared with the Trustees.  Also, beginning on January 1, 2026, we will need to appoint a Deputy Supervisor in case of the Supervisor’s absence.  And be aware that privacy signs will be placed around the building to deter the public from taking pictures and filming under the new trend of people using the term “First Amendment Rights” to harass.  
Highway Commissioner’s Report ~~ Been busy playing in the snow.  We had very little issues nor complaints and I am very pleased given that we received about 17” of snow in just 8-9 days and the ground isn’t frozen yet.    
Assessor’s Report ~~ We finished with the Board of Review hearings and, overall, most decisions went in our favor.  
Clerk’s Report ~~ The names and addresses were submitted today to the County Clerk’s office so the Economic Interest Statements will be coming in the mail soon.  
Trustee’s Report ~~ Trustee Nelson, (Community Building Complex) The next financial meeting is 12/18.  Trustee Grover, (Boone County Council on Aging) Finance meeting is December 15 at 2:00pm to review the audit followed by a meeting of the full committee.  There will be a meeting of the full board after that.  Senior Connections is up for the Excaliber award.  That event is December 11th at Prairie Street Brewhouse in Rockford from 6-8pm.  The Christmas Party is $5 and is already at capacity.  The next finance meeting will be January 26, 2026.  Again, would still like to know how much the cost of professionally printing and mailing the Holiday Appeal letter compared to how much it funds are raised from it.  Trustee Turner, (Building Maintenance & Senior Trustee Duties) Absent, no report.  Trustee Snow, (Growth Dimensions & City Council/County Board Liaison) Nothing to report at this time.    
Unfinished Business ~~ Discussion and Potential Action May Occur on the Following Items. ~~ Discussion and Potential Action on 2026 Board Meeting Dates ~~ Trustee Snow made a motion to accept the 2026 Board Meeting Dates and keep the time of 5:00pm.  The motion was 2nd by Trustee Nelson and passed with Trustees Nelson, Grover, Snow and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a voice vote.  During discussion, it was noted that Assessor St. Angel will be sworn in on January 5, 2026 at 4:30pm.  Also, the 2026 TOI Conference dates have not been made public yet.

New Business ~~ Discussion and Potential Action on Cap Project ~~ Due to the incoming bad weather tonight, this item has been moved to the January 27, 2026 meeting agenda.
Discussion and Potential Action on Treasurer’s Report and Approval of Bills ~~ Trustee Grover made a motion to pay the town bills; the motion was 2nd by Trustee Nelson and passed with Trustees Nelson, Snow, Grover and Supervisor O’Malley indicating aye on a roll call vote.
